6. Had you received on-the-job and related safety training?

7. Is there a procedure in place that should be followed?  What?

8. Is there a related policy in effect?  What?

9. Were you wearing any personal protective equipment?  What?

10. Are there any dangerous aspects of the job/task?

11. Where were you located?

12. Did you notice any unusual odors?  Noises?  Conditions?

13. Were there environmental factors that could have contributed to the accident?  (weather, lighting, temperature extremes, etc.)

14. Were there any distractions at the time of the accident?

15. Were any materials/equipment/tools used?

16. Were materials/equipment/tools in good condition?
